RACHEL MCCOLLUM is two home
runs shy of tying the school single-season record and three shy of tying the career record .. The Camels
have recorded three wins over Power 5 conference teams this year after a 3-2 win at Duke last Sunday.

CHARLESTON SOUTHERN

With her 14th home run of the season, JADE GANDARA moved into sole possession of second place in
CSU's all-time record books with 37 career home runs. Gandara also finished the season in the top 10 all-
time in doubles (33, 6th), triples (5, T-9th), runs (96, 10th), and RBI (135, 2nd) .. MEGHAN GAGLIANO's 23rd
stolen base of the season tied her with STEPHANIE SCHWARTZ (1993) for the eighth-most in a single season
.. ANNIE BAKENHUS connected on five extra-base hits over the three-game series against the Highlanders.
The junior centerfielder doubled twice in the opener on Friday, added a double in the first game of Satur-
day’s doubleheader, and then doubled and homered in the series finale.

GARDNER-WEBB

Gardner-Webb was idle during the final week of the regular season and stands at 28-27 overall with an 8-13
mark in the Big South Conference .. The ‘Dogs are the No. 5 seed for the upcoming conference tournament
.. ANDRIA BOOTH and KATIE PREBBLE both find themsleves in the Gardner-Webb record books and among
the nation’s leaders in several stat categories. Prebble is in the top four in six categories, while leading the
nation in two - RBIs and total bases. Booth, who has hit a stellar .473 over GWU'’s 55 regular season games,
is 4th in the country in batting average. Earlier this year, she broke the team’s single season hits record
and sits first in the nation with 87 hits.

LIBERTY
Liberty (44-12, 18-3 Big South) won its fifth Big South regular-season softball title, and second in a row ..
The Lady Flames ended the regular season on a program-record 14-game winning streak, tied with Saint
Francis (Pa) and UCLA for the nation’s longest active winning streak .. Liberty has won its last 18 home
games, a program record .. AUTUMN BISHOP is tied for the national lead with 24 doubles and seven sac-
rifice flies.

LONGWOOD

Longwood will be the No. 2 seed in this week’s Big South Championship hosted by Radford ... The Lancers
are riding a seven-game winning streak into the tournament and have won 13 of their last 14 games of the
regular season ... Longwood looks to become the second school in Big South history to win four straight
Big South crowns and looks to become the first team in conference history to win five of six.

PRESBYTERIAN COLLEGE

The Blue Hose ended the season with several team accolades ... PC's .880 stolen base percentage was the
highest in its DI history, and its 224 total strikeouts was the lowest as well ... MEGAN ANDERSON finished
the 2018 season fourth in the PC DI career record book in batting average (307), fifth in slugging percentage
(480), ninth in at-bats (404), eighth in hits (124) and fifth in RBI (80).

RADFORD

The Highlanders dropped game one of the Charleston Southern series but bounced back to clinch their fifth
Big South series and third place in the Big South standings. SOFIA TAPIA led the way with five hits, while
two freshman hit long balls ... The five series wins were against teams that finished below the Highlanders
in the standings.

Liberty last Saturday. She finished the regular season third in strikeouts with 114 in the Big South and her
29 walks are currently tied for 3rd-fewest in a single-season (130 IP minimum) ...
