Elon DL Nick Groll was
selected to the Academic All-District 3 team.

UR’S BROWN MOVES UP TO FOURTH ON CAA RECEIVING LIST: Richmond'’s Brian Brown,
who set the Spiders’ career receiving yards mark on Sept. 24, has moved up to fourth
on CAA Football’s career list with 3,972 yards. Brown caught 76 passes for 1,450 yards in
2015, had 79 catches for 1,089 yards as a sophomore and tops the CAA with 70 recep-
tions for 1,254 yards and 10 TD’s this season, becoming the first player in program history
to record three straight 1,000-yard campaigns. Next up on the CAA chart is W&M'’s Rich
Musinski (4,168). Brown is tied for eighth on the CAA’s career receptions list with 236.

FOUR CAA PLAYERS AMONG TOP 14 IN RUSHING: UAlbany sophomore Elijah Ibitokun-
Hanks (1,388 yds., 16 TD’s), JMU senior Khalid Abdullah (1,300 yds., 17 TD’s), W&M senior
Kendell Anderson (1,077 yds., 9 TD’s) and UNH senior Dalton Crossan (1,189 yds., 8 TD’s)
are among the top 14 nationally in rushing. Ibitokun-Hanks topped the 100-yard mark
six times and ranks 4th in FCS with 126.2 ypg. Abdullah, who ranks 8th in FCS with 117.5
ypg, has eight 100-yard rushing efforts and set the Dukes’ career mark for rushing TD’s
with 36. Anderson ranks 11th with 107.7 ypg and topped the 100-yard mark in six of his
final seven games. Crossan is 14th with 99.1 ypg after rushing for 184 yards against Lehigh
last week. 27 different CAA players have rushed for at least 100 yards in a game and all
12 CAA teams have had at least one player reach the century mark.

DOMINANT DEFENSE: Eight CAA teams are ranked in the top 45 in FCS in scoring defense
this week. Topping the list is #2 Villanova (15.4 ppg), followed by #10 UAlbany (18.8 ppg)
and #13 Stony Brook (20.2 ppg). There are nine teams among the top 47 in FCS in total
defense, led by #3 Villanova (265.0 ypg), #5 Stony Brook (274.2 ypg) and #9 Richmond
(305.3 ypg). Eight teams are in the top 31 in pass defense, led by #2 William & Mary (154.2
ypg), #4 Richmond (156.3 ypg) and #8 Towson (170.5 ypg). Five teams are among the top
45 in rushing defense, topped by #8 Villanova (94.3 ypg) and #11 Stony Brook (101.1 ypg).

CAA RECORDS TWO WINS OVER FBS FOES: CAA Football teams posted a pair of victories
over FBS opponents this season as Richmond knocked off ACC member Virginia, 37-20,
and UAlbany defeated Buffalo, 22-16. It was the Spiders’ first triumph against the Cavaliers
since 1946 and ended the ACC’s 68-game win streak vs. FCS competition. The Great Danes
posted their first win ever against an FBS opponent and avenged a 51-14 loss to the Bulls
a year ago. CAA Football teams have recorded 34 victories over FBS foes in its history and
it’s the first time since 2013 that the league has won two in the same year. A complete
list of CAA Football wins over FBS opponents can be found on Page 15 of this release.

LEGENDARY COACHES: Two of the three winningest active coaches in Division | football
patrol the sidelines in the CAA. Villanova’s Andy Talley, who is in his 32nd and final season
as head coach of the Wildcats, leads all active coaches with 258 wins. William & Mary’s
Jimmye Laycock, who is in his 37th season with the Tribe, ranks third in victories with 243.
Talley also has the most career wins in CAA Football games (142), while Laycock ranks
second (109) and New Hampshire’s Sean McDonnell is tied for fourth (90).
