The senior
linebacker led a dominant effort by the Dukes' defense, which
held the Wildcats to 174 total yards and only allowed them
past midfield once all afternoon.

Special Teams Player of the Week

Donald Liotine | RB/KR | Stony Brook

Liotine averaged 31.0 yards on four kickoff returns to help
Stony Brook knock off No. 12 New Hampshire, 38-24. The ju-
nior had a long return of 42 yards and helped put SBU in good
field position all night. Liotine also contributed offensively,
rushing for 63 yards and 2TD's on 18 carries.

Rookie of the Week

Chris Ferguson | QB | Maine

Ferguson completed 18-of-28 passes for 214 yards and a
career-high five touchdowns in Maine’s 51-27 victory over
Rhode Island. The freshman’s five TD passes in a game were
the most by a Black Bears’ quarterback since 2009. It was Fer-
guson’s second 200-yard passing performance of the season.

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CONFERENCE NOTES:

CONFERENCE GAMES MEAN CLOSE GAMES: Close games have become the standard since
conference play began in CAA Football. For the season, 14 of the 20 CAA Football games
have had margins of seven points or less in the fourth quarter.

JMU SETS WIN STREAK RECORD: Reigning FCS national champion James Madison extended
its winning streak to 18 games with a 30-8 victory over Villanova last Saturday, breaking
Richmond'’s conference record of 17 consecutive victories that was set during the 2008
and 2009 seasons. The Dukes’ 18-game streak is the longest active streak of any FBS or FCS
team and is tied for the 10th-longest streak in FCS history. JMU has also won 13 straight
CAA Football contests, which is tied for the second-longest streak in league history. The
record of 15 straight wins was set by UMass from 1965-67.

SIX CAATEAMS RANKED IN NATIONAL POLL: Six CAA Football teams are ranked nationally
in this week’s STATS FCS Top 25 poll and five are ranked in the FCS Coaches Poll. James
Madison remained No.1 in the STATS and FCS Coaches polls for the eighth straight week.
Richmond moved up to No. 10 in the Coaches Poll and No. 11 in the STATS poll, while Elon
rose to No. 14 in the STATS poll and No. 15 in the Coaches Poll. Villanova slipped to No.
15 in the STATS poll and No. 16 in the Coaches Poll and New Hampshire fell to No. 18 in
both polls. Stony Brook moved back into the STATS poll at No. 22. UAlbany and Delaware
were among others receiving votes in both polls. CAA Football’s six ranked teams was tied
with the Missouri Valley for the most of any conference. CAA Football tied a league record
with seven ranked teams in the STATS Top 25 poll on Oct. 2.

HOME FIELD ADVANTAGE: CAA Football teams are a combined 27-7 at home this season,
including 14-0 in non-conference play.

DOMINANT DEFENSE: Six CAA teams are ranked in the top 22 in FCS in total defense, six
are among the top 25 in rushing defense and six are in the top 26 in scoring defense. James
Madison is ranked #2 in FCS in total defense (221.7 ypg), scoring defense (11.0 ppg) and
pass defense (123.2 ypg). Villanova is #1 in rush defense (49.3 ppg), #9 in scoring defense
(15.6 ppg) and #14 in total defense (288.4 ypg). UAlbany is #10 in total defense (251.2
ypg), #11 in scoring defense (17.0 ppg) and #12 in rush defense (88.5 ypg). Delaware is #6
in scoring defense (14.0 ppg) and #19 in total defense (298.7 ypg) and William & Mary is
#15 in total defense (291.5 ypg) and #16 in scoring defense (17.7 ppg). A list of CAA teams
among NCAA statistical leaders is included in the column to the left.

LAULETTA CLIMBS CAA PASSING CHART: Senior quarterback Kyle Lauletta became Rich-
mond’s career leader in passing yardage (9,076) last Saturday and moved up to 8th on
the CAA’s all-time list. He is also the Spiders’ career leader in TD passes (64) and is five shy
of 10th place on the CAA chart. This season, Lauletta leads the nation in passing (391.3
ypg) and total offense (393.8 ypg) and ranks fifth in passing TD’s (19). He has thrown for
over 300 yards in all six games this season, including 546 yards vs. Sam Houston State.

MACK TOP FCS IN RUSHING: Maine sophomore Josh Mack is the leading rusher in FCS
this season, averaging 154.4 ypg. He became the first Maine player since 1989 to run for
over 200 yards twice in a season, tallying 255 yards vs. Bryant on Sept. 9 and 248 yards vs.
Rhode Island last Saturday. Four of the top eight rushing performances in FCS this season
have been by CAA players. Along with Mack’s two efforts, Elon’s Malcolm Summers ran for
298 yards vs. Richmond and JMU’s Cardon Johnson rushed for 265 yards at East Carolina.
Unfortunately, Summers and Johnson have since suffered season-ending injuries.

O’CONNOR AMONG FCS RECEIVING LEADERS: New Hampshire junior Neil O’Connor has
moved up to #2 in FCS in receptions (8.8 pg), #3 in receiving yards (136.7 ypg) and #5 in
receiving TD’s (8) after a sensational three-week stretch. Over the Wildcats’ past three
games he has caught 31 passes for 568 yards, topping the 150-yard mark in each contest.

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: CAA Football teams are 20-3 against non-conference FCS
opponents this season, which is the best non-conference FCS winning percentage (.870) of
any league. Making the numbers even more impressive is the fact that six of the victories

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have been on the road. CAA Football teams went 24-7 in non-conference games against
FCS opponents last season, which was the best winning percentage by an FCS conference.

MULTIPLE FBS WINS AGAIN: New Hampshire knocked off Georgia Southern, 22-12, on
Sept. 9 for its first win over an FBS opponent since 2009. It was the second victory against
a FBS opponent for CAA Football this season as James Madison rolled past East Carolina,
34-14, on Sept. 2. It’s the second year in a row that CAA Football has recorded multiple
wins versus FBS opponents and the league has seven FBS victories in the past five years
and 36 in its history. A complete list of CAA Football victories over FBS opponents can be
found on Page 15 of this release.

JMU PICKED TO WIN CAA TITLE: James Madison, which returned 14 starters from last
year’s 14-1 team that captured the 2016 NCAA FCS National Championship, was the
overwhelming choice to win the CAA Football title in 2017. Richmond, Villanova and New
Hampshire, who also earned berths in the FCS playoffs a year ago, took the next three
spots in the poll of coaches and media relations directors. Delaware was picked fifth, fol-
lowed by UAlbany, William & Mary, Stony Brook, Maine, Towson, Elon and Rhode Island.

JMU’S SCHOR, VU’S ROLLE HEADLINE PRESEASON ALL-CAA TEAM: James Madison senior
quarterback Bryan Schor was chosen as the CAA preseason Offensive Player of the Year,
while Villanova senior safety Rob Rolle was selected as the CAA preseason Defensive
Player of the Year in a vote of the league’s head coaches and media relations directors.
The entire preseason All-CAA team can be found on Page 11 of this release.

CAA GAME OF THE WEEK ON COLLEGE SPORTS LIVE: The CAA has signed an agreement
with CBS Sports Digital to stream a “Game of the Week” package which can be seen for
free on CollegeSportsLive.com. The 12-game package continues on Saturday with a key
matchup between #10 Richmond and Delaware. Scott Sudikoff handles the play-by-play
duties and former NFL player Brandon Noble serves as the analyst. FOX Sports Go will
also air a CAA game each week for the remainder of the season, including this week’s
contest between Maine and UAlbany. Matt Janus will provide play-by-play and Ken Dunek
is the analyst.

MULTIPLE TEAMS IN THE FCS PLAYOFFS: For the third year in a row, four CAA Football
teams (James Madison, New Hampshire, Richmond and Villanova) were chosen to the
NCAA Division | Football Championship field, and all four advanced to the second round
in 2016. CAA Football has had multiple teams in the playoffs for 26 straight years and
three or more teams in the playoff field for 11 years in a row. It was the ninth time in
league history that at least four teams were chosen. CAA Football had a league-record
five teams picked in 2007, 2008 and 2011.

UNH had anincredible streak of 162
straight weeks ranked in the STATS FCS Top 25 poll from Sept. 6, 2004 until Oct. 12, 2015.
