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CONFERENCE NOTES:

THREE CAA TEAMS AMONG FINAL 16 IN FCS PLAYOFFS: Three teams from CAA Football 
are among the fi nal 16 as the second round of the FCS playoff s kicks off  on Saturday. 
Top-seeded and defending naƟ onal champion James Madison hosts fellow CAA member 
Stony Brook, while New Hampshire travels to Southland champ and #4 seeded Central 
Arkansas. The Dukes (8-0) and Seawolves (7-1) fi nished fi rst and second in the CAA race, 
but didn’t face each other during the regular season and haven’t met since 2015. UNH 
will be meeƟ ng Central Arkansas for the fi rst Ɵ me. CAA Football’s three teams in the fi nal 
16 is second only to the Missouri Valley Football Conference, which has four teams leŌ .

STONY BROOK, UNH ADVANCE IN FCS PLAYOFFS: CAA Football teams went 2-1 in the fi rst 
round of the NCAA FCS playoff s last Saturday. Stony Brook, which is making its fi rst playoff  
appearance since 2012, rolled past Patriot League champ Lehigh, 59-29. The Seawolves 
piled up a season-high 622 yards of total off ense in the win. New Hampshire, which is 
in the FCS playoff s for the 14th consecuƟ ve year, blanked Northeast Conference champ 
Central ConnecƟ cut, 14-0. It was the Wildcats’ fi rst shutout since 2010. Elon, which made 
its fi rst playoff  appearance since 2009, was edged 28-27 by Furman despite 101 yards 
rushing and 3 TD’s from De’Sean McNair.

FOUR CAA TEAMS EARN FCS PLAYOFF BERTHS: For the fourth year in a row, four CAA 
Football teams (Elon, James Madison, New Hampshire and Stony Brook) were chosen to 
the NCAA Division I Football Championship fi eld. CAA Football has had mulƟ ple teams in 
the playoff s for 27 straight years and three or more teams in the playoff  fi eld for 12 years 
in a row. It was the 10th Ɵ me in league history that at least four teams were chosen. CAA 
Football had a league-record fi ve teams picked in 2007, 2008 and 2011.

NEW HAMPSHIRE EXTENDS PLAYOFF STREAK: New Hampshire earned a berth in the FCS 
playoff s for the 14th consecuƟ ve year, extending the longest acƟ ve streak in the naƟ on. 
Under coach Sean McDonnell, the Wildcats have recorded 14 straight winning seasons 
with double-digit victory totals in six of them. North Dakota State has the second-longest 
streak with eight straight playoff  appearances.

JMU CAPTURES THIRD STRAIGHT CAA FOOTBALL TITLE: James Madison captured its 
third straight CAA Football championship, becoming the fi rst team since Boston University 
(1982-84) to win three in a row. The Dukes (11-0, 8-0) are also the fi rst team since UMass 
in 1977-78 to go undefeated in CAA play in back-to-back seasons and the fi rst team with 
an unbeaten overall record in the regular season since Villanova in 1997.

LAULETTA, ANKRAH HEADLINE ALL-CONFERENCE TEAM: Richmond quarterback Kyle Lau-
le  a was selected as the CAA Football Off ensive Player of the Year, while James Madison 
defensive end Andrew Ankrah was chosen as the CAA Football Defensive Player of the Year 
in a vote of the league’s head coaches. Elon’s Curt Cigne    was named Coach of the Year, 
JMU punt returner John Miller was the Special Teams Player of the Year, Elon quarterback 
Davis Cheek was the Off ensive Rookie of the Year and Delaware linebacker Colby Reeder 
was the Defensive Rookie of the Year. JMU had a league-best 16 all-conference seleƟ ons, 
including eight on the fi rst team.

SETTING NEW STANDARDS OF SUCCESS: Three CAA teams are in the midst of landmark 
seasons. James Madison’s 11-0 start is the best in program history. Stony Brook’s 10 
overall victories Ɵ ed a school record set in 2012 and its seven CAA wins are the most since 
joining the conference in 2013. Elon’s 8-4 record was its best since 2009 and included an 
eight-game win streak that was the longest since 1980. The Phoenix’s six CAA wins were 
more than they achieved in the past three years combined as a league member (4-20). 

CONFERENCE GAMES MEAN CLOSE GAMES: Close games were the standard during con-
ference play in CAA Football. For the season, 29 of 48 CAA Football games (60.4%) had 
margins of seven points or less in the fourth quarter.

JMU EXTENDS WIN STREAK RECORDS: James Madison extended its overall winning streak 
to 23 games with a 31-3 victory at Elon on Nov. 18. The Dukes broke Richmond’s confer-

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ence record of 17 consecuƟ ve wins that was set during the 2008 and 2009 seasons. JMU’s 
23-game streak is the longest acƟ ve streak of any FBS or FCS team and is the 4th-longest 
streak in FCS history. JMU has also won 18 straight CAA Football contests, breaking the 
league record of 15 consecuƟ ve wins set by UMass from 1965-67.

FOUR CAA TEAMS RANKED IN NATIONAL POLLS:  Four CAA Football teams were ranked 
naƟ onally in the fi nal regular-season FCS Top 25 polls. James Madison was the unanimous 
No.1 team in the STATS and FCS Coaches polls. Stony Brook stayed at No. 10 in the STATS 
Poll and rose to No. 11 in the Coaches poll. Elon slipped to No. 15 in the STATS poll and 
No. 17 in the Coaches Poll. New Hampshire dropped to No. 20 in the Coaches poll and 
No. 21 in the STATS Poll. Delaware and Richmond are among others receiving votes in 
both polls. The CAA’s four ranked teams were second to the Missouri Valley.

HOME FIELD ADVANTAGE: CAA Football teams are a combined 45-21 at home this season, 
including 17-1 in non-conference play.

DOMINANT DEFENSE: Five CAA teams are ranked in the top 30 in FCS in total defense, six 
are among the top 30 in rushing defense and six are in the top 30 in scoring defense. James 
Madison is ranked #1 in FCS in scoring defense (9.0 ppg) and total defense (228.2 ypg), 
#2 in pass defense (145.6 ypg), and #7 in rush defense (82.5 ypg). Villanova is #4 in rush 
defense (76.2 ypg) and #10 in scoring defense (16.1 ppg). UAlbany is #9 in total defense 
(282.1 ypg) and #17 in scoring defense (17.7 ppg). Delaware is #11 in scoring defense (16.8 
ppg) and #15 in total defense (305.5 ypg). Stony Brook is #27 in total defense (328.2 ypg), 
#30 in scoring defense (20.2 ppg) and #13 in rush defense (101.0 ypg). William & Mary
is #30 in total defense (332.0 ypg). New Hampshire is #21 in scoring defense (19.2 ppg).

LAULETTA CLIMBS CAA CAREER CHARTS: Richmond quarterback Kyle Laule  a fi nished his 
career ranked 4th on the CAA’s career passing yardage list (10,465 yds), 6th on the CAA’s 
career total off ense list (10,651 yds) and Ɵ ed for 7th on the CAA’s career passing TD’s list 
(73). This season, LauleƩ a ranked 3rd in the naƟ on in passing (339.7 ypg) and 5th in total 
off ense (347.9 ypg) and 5th in passing TD’s (28). He threw for over 300 yards in eight of 11 
games, including 546 yards vs. Sam Houston State, and tossed six TD passes vs. Howard.

MACK TOPS FCS IN RUSHING: Maine sophomore Josh Mack is the leading rusher in FCS 
this season, averaging 133.5 ypg. He was the fi rst Maine player since 1989 to run for over 
200 yards twice in a season, tallying 255 yards vs. Bryant on Sept. 9 and 248 yards vs. Rhode 
Island on Oct. 14, and topped the 100-yard mark seven Ɵ mes. Mack, who was second 
for the Black Bears with 30 recepƟ ons, is also #3 in FCS in all-purpose yards (161.5 ypg).

NON-CONFERENCE SUCCESS: CAA Football teams are 23-4 against non-conference FCS 
opponents this season, which is the best non-conference FCS winning percentage (.852) of 
any league. Making the numbers even more impressive is the fact that six of the victories 
have been on the road. CAA Football teams went 24-7 in non-conference games against 
FCS opponents last season, which was the best winning percentage by an FCS conference.

MULTIPLE FBS WINS AGAIN: New Hampshire defeated Georgia Southern, 22-12, on Sept. 
9 for its fi rst win over an FBS opponent since 2009. It was the second victory against a FBS 
opponent for CAA Football this season as James Madison beat East Carolina, 34-14, on 
Sept. 2. It’s the second year in a row that CAA Football has recorded mulƟ ple wins versus 
FBS opponents and the league has seven FBS victories in the past fi ve years and 36 in its 
history. A complete list of CAA wins over FBS foes can be found on Page 15 of this release.

PLAYOFF SUCCESS: James Madison became the sixth CAA Football member to capture the 
FCS NaƟ onal Championship last January when it defeated Youngstown State, 28-14. Since 
2003, CAA Football has had a team in the FCS Ɵ tle game nine Ɵ mes, with fi ve diff erent 
teams winning naƟ onal Ɵ tles - Delaware (2003), JMU (2004, 2016), Richmond (2008) and 
Villanova (2009). CAA Football has had four diff erent teams advance to the semifi nals of 
the playoff s over the past four years - Towson (2013), New Hampshire (2014), Richmond 
(2015) and JMU (2016) - and 23 semifi nalists overall.
