


ABOUT CONFERENCE USA BASEBALL 
• Conference USA will field 12 teams in 2017, as the league begins its 22nd season: Charlotte, FIU, Florida Atlantic, 

Louisiana Tech, Marshall, Middle Tennessee, Old Dominion, Rice, Southern Miss, UAB, UTSA and WKU.
• Conference USA finished the 2016 season ranked No. 5 in the RPI after spending much of the season as high as No. 

3.  The league has been ranked among the top five baseball conferences in eight of the last 11 seasons. 
• C-USA has placed at least four teams in the NCAA Championship 10 times in the past 15 years, producing five 

teams on two occasions.  The league placed regular season champion Florida Atlantic, Louisiana Tech, Rice and 
tournament champion Southern Miss in the 2016 NCAA Field.

• Rice made its 22nd consecutive NCAA Regional appearance in 2016, the fourth-longest active streak in the nation.  
• For the second time in league history, C-USA placed four teams in the final polls.  Florida Atlantic and Rice spent 

nearly the entire 2016 season nationally ranked and were joined by Louisiana Tech and Southern Miss in the final 
rankings.

• Four C-USA teams ranked in the top 32 of the final 2016 RPI rankings, with seven in the top 100.
• Eight Conference USA teams won at least one game against a nationally ranked opponent during the 2016 season.
• C-USA teams posted a total of 19 wins over nationally ranked, non-conference opponents during the 2016 season, 

including six against top 10 foes.
• Florida Atlantic defeated then-No. 1 Miami (Fla.), 4-3, on April 20, marking the third consecutive year that a C-USA 

school has posted a win over the nation’s top-ranked team.  It was the 11th time in league history that a C-USA 
school has defeated the nation’s No. 1 ranked squad.

• C-USA played 29 of the teams ranked among the top 50 in the final NCAA RPI rankings, posting wins vs. 20 (as 
well as nine wins vs. 14 of the top 17).  C-USA teams defeated: No. 3 Miami, Fla. (Florida Atlantic), No. 4 Texas 
A&M (Rice), No. 7 NC State (Old Dominion), No. 9 LSU (Rice), No. 10 Mississippi (Southern Miss), No. 14 Mississippi 
State (Florida Atlantic), No. 15 Arizona (Rice), No. 16 Vanderbilt (Middle Tennessee), No. 17 Louisiana-Lafayette 
(Louisiana Tech, Southern Miss), No. 21 Virginia (Old Dominion), No. 24 Dallas Baptist (Rice), No. 26 East Carolina 
(Rice), No. 28 Wake Forest (Charlotte), No. 36 Ohio State (UAB), No. 38 Sam Houston State (Rice), No. 42 Cal State 
Fullerton (Louisiana Tech), No. 43 Southeastern Louisiana (Southern Miss), No. 44 Georgia (Charlotte, WKU), No. 
45 South Alabama (Middle Tennessee, Southern Miss, WKU) and No. 49 Connecticut (UTSA).

• Four different Conference USA players were honored as 2016 All-Americans, including Florida Atlantic junior SS CJ 
Chatham, Rice junior RHP Jon Duplantier, Southern Miss senior 1B Tim Lynch and WKU senior 3B Danny Hudzina.

• Three C-USA players earned 2016 Freshman All-American honors, including Middle Tennessee OF Blake Benefield, 
Rice SS Ford Proctor and Southern Miss RHP Nick Sandlin.

• Conference USA had four players that earned National Player of the Week honors in 2016 and one that gained 
National Player of the Month recognition: Southern Miss 3B Taylor Braley, Florida Atlantic RHP David McKay, 
Marshall 3B Tyler Ratliff and Middle Tennessee OF Blake Benefield each honored weekly awards, while Braley 
gained a monthly honor.

• Nine players ranked among the top 10 national leaders in the final 2016 NCAA statistics.  
• Conference USA had 21 players chosen in the June Major League Baseball Draft, including seven picks in the first 

10 rounds.  Eight C-USA schools had at least one player selected.
• Eight players from current C-USA schools appeared on the 2016 opening day rosters of Major League Baseball 

teams.

C-USA names first and second All-Conference teams, an All-Freshman 
team, Freshman of the Year, Defensive Player of the Year, Newcomer 
of the Year, Player of the Year, Pitcher of the Year, Assistant Coach 
of the Year and the Keith LeClair Coach of the Year at the conclusion 
of the regular season.  The award winners are selected by the 
league’s head coaches and media members in each league city.  
Conference USA also names an All-Academic team prior to the 
Championship, which is selected by the league’s Media Relations 
Directors.  Championship awards include an all-tournament team and 
Championship Most Valuable Player.

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Rice’s Ford Proctor Named Preseason Player of the Year 
Owls Closer Glenn Otto Listed as Preseason Pitcher of the Year
Rice picked to win regular season title

Conference USA has announced its 2017 preseason baseball awards, as chosen by the league’s 12 head coaches.  Rice 
sophomore shortstop Ford Proctor has been chosen as the preseason Player of the Year, while Owls junior right-hander 
Glenn Otto was named the preseason Pitcher of the Year.  Rice was chosen as the favorite to win the league’s champion-
ship.  The Owls have won either the regular season or tournament championship in 10 of its 11 years as a member of C-USA.

In his debut season of Division I baseball, Proctor started 61 of Rice’s 62 games at shortstop, earning C-USA Freshman 
of the Year honors and multiple Freshman All-America honors.  He batted a steady .336 for the full season and was electric 
in the Owls’ run to the final game of the C-USA Tournament, hitting two home runs and totaling seven RBI with a .700 slug-
ging percentage.  Proctor ranked among the C-USA leaders in batting average (.336) and hits (75), and he finished as high 
as eighth in the league in on-base percentage (.428) and tied for ninth in walks (34). The Beaumont, Texas, native also led 
the Owls in RBI (41), slugging (.471) and multiple-hit games (19), tallying a career-high three hits in a game on six different 
occasions, while hitting safely in 18 consecutive games at one point.

Otto posted a sensational season with the Owls in 2016, earning first team All-Conference USA honors as a relief pitcher.  
The junior right-hander tallied eight saves as well as a 9-2 record in 33 appearances out of the bullpen.  He maintained a 
2.26 ERA in 71.2 innings and held opposing hitters to a composite .209 batting average.  The Spring, Texas, native averaged 
9.5 strikeouts per 9.0 innings with a 2.5-to-1 strikeouts-to-walks ratio.  Otto was named to the watch list for the NCBWA 
Stopper of the Year Award.

Proctor and Otto were joined by junior RHP Ricardo Salinas and senior OF Charlie Warren on the preseason All-C-USA 
team, giving Rice a league-high four selections.  Salinas grew into a role as a weekend starter last spring, posting a 9-2 
overall record with a 3.39 ERA.  He tied for the conference lead in wins with Otto, while finishing tied for sixth in the league 
in games started (14).  Salinas native ranked seventh in C-USA in opponents’ batting average (.226), ninth in ERA, tenth in 
innings (82.1), and eleventh in strikeouts (64).  Warren led the team and finished eighth in C-USA in batting average at .341.  
He finished second on the Owls in on-base percentage (.408), and reached base in a team-leading 21-consecutive games 
during one stretch.  He drew at least one walk in 19 games and tied for second on the team in hits (62) despite missing four 

weeks of the season with a hand injury.
Defending regular season champion Florida Atlan-

tic and reigning tournament champ Southern Miss were 
picked to finish second and third, respectively, with each 
receiving several first place votes.  FAU is represented on 
the preseason team by utility player Sean Labsan, an out-
fielder and starting pitcher.  Labsan batted .268 with five 
home runs, 23 RBI and a .436 slugging percentage.  On 
the mound, he made 11 appearances (10 starts), compiling 
a 5-1 record with a 1.96 ERA, striking out 39 batters in 46.0 
innings pitched.  USM placed a trio of players on the pre-
season team in junior LHP Kirk McCarty and junior infielder 
Taylor Braley and senior infielder Dylan Burdeaux.  

McCarty finished 6-1 with a 3.27 earned run average. His 
89 strikeouts ranked fourth in the league.  Braley should 
be back at 100 percent this spring after injuring his knee 
on April 2 and missing the rest of the season.  He held a .323 batting mark with 10 home runs and 
31 RBI at the time of the injury.  Burdeaux, a 2016 All-C-USA selection, led the league with 59 runs 
scored, while ranking third in hits (86), tenth in slugging percentage (.529) and 12th in RBI (52).  
Burdeaux topped the Golden Eagles with 11 home runs, while hitting .335 with 13 doubles.

Old Dominion was selected fourth, just ahead of 2016 NCAA participant Louisiana Tech.  The 
Bulldogs also placed three players on the preseason All-C-USA squad in senior RHP Casey Sutton, 
junior C Brent Diaz and junior UT Jonathan Washam.  Sutton led all C-USA pitchers last season 
with a 1.91 ERA in 84.2 innings pitched while holding opposing hitters to a .235 average.  He 
posted an 8-1 record on the mound for the Bulldogs in 17 appearances and tossed three complete 
games, two of which were shutouts.  Six of Sutton’s eight wins came against C-USA opponents.  
Diaz batted .273 over the course of 60 games, registering 50 hits with 29 runs scored.  He added 
eight doubles, three triples, five home runs and 31 RBI, while slugging at a .432 clip.  Washam was 
named second team All-C-USA after he finished the regular season with a .309 batting average in 
his first season with the Bulldogs.  He played in 56 games and totaled 51 hits, 12 doubles, a triple 
and two home runs over the course of the season. 

FIU and Charlotte were selected to finish in a tie for sixth place, with the 49ers placing three on 
the preseason team.  Preseason All-American junior IF Brett Netzer led the 49ers by hitting .384 
in 2016 while placing second in runs, hits, RBI, doubles, triple, home runs and walks.  On C-USA 
weekends, Netzer hit .376, leading the team in hits, runs and doubles.  He recorded 24 multi-hit 
games and was inside the league’s top-five in doubles (17), average, on base percentage (.461), 
hits (81), slugging percentage (.555) and toughest to strikeout.  Netzer is joined by senior IF Logan 
Sherer and senior OF T.J. Nichting on the team.  Sherer shattered his personal record book in 2016 
hitting .336 with 12 home runs and 52 RBI.  Named to C-USA’s second team and the ABCA All-
Atlantic region squad, Sherer finished second in the league for slugging percentage (.574), home 
runs (12) and RBI (52), third in total bases (128), fourth in runs scored (48) and 10th in average and 
hits (75).  Nichting had an impressive 2016 season, leading the 49ers in hits, doubles, two-out RBI 
and multi-hit games.  The switch hitter posted a career best 17-game hit streak during the second 
half of the year and finished with 34 runs scored and 33 RBI.  Nichting led all of C-USA in doubles 
(23), sat sixth in hits (82) and placed fifth in hitting (.358).

Rounding out the preseason members is UTSA senior OF Jesse Baker, a 2015 All-American 
that missed all of last season.  He led the club in several offensive categories that season, batting 
.330 (ninth in Conference USA) with a team-best 71 hits, 21 doubles (second in C-USA), 15 home 
runs, a league-leading 137 total bases and a C-USA-best .637 slugging percentage.

2017 PRESEASON POLLS

CHARLOTTE
Charlotte broke the school record for field-

ing percentage last season, posting a .971 mark 
with just 65 errors.  The 49ers hit .294 as a 
team during the year, up .44 points from 2015 
while sporting several other positive changes.  
Charlotte scored 309 runs in 2016 (+105 from 
‘15), 572 hits (+169), 105 doubles (+37), 13 triples 
(+5), 34 home runs (+19 and most since 2010), 
271 RBI (+196), took 165 walks (+19), had 10 
fewer strikeouts, and doubled their stolen base 
total from 17 to 34. 

Junior IF Brett Netzer, a preseason All-
American, led the 49ers by hitting .384 on 
the year in 2016 while placing second in runs, 
hits, RBI, doubles, triple, home runs and walks.  
On C-USA weekends, Netzer hit .376 leading 
the team in that category and hits, runs and 
doubles.  He recorded 24 multi-hit games and 
was inside the league’s top-five in doubles (17), 
average, on base percentage (.461), hits (81), 
slugging percentage (.555) and toughest to 
strikeout.

Senior 1B Logan Sherer shattered his per-
sonal record book in 2016 hitting .336 with 12 

home runs and 52 RBI.  Named to Conference 
USA’s second team and the ABCA All-Atlantic 
region squad, Sherer finished second in the 
league for slugging percentage (.574), home 
runs (12) and RBI (52), third in total bases (128), 
fourth in runs scored (48), 10th in average and 
hits (75).

Junior OF T.J. Nichting had an impressive 
junior season in 2016, leading the 49ers in hits, 
doubles, two-out RBI and multi-hit games.  The 
switch hitter posted a career best 17-game hit 
streak during the second half of the year and 
finished the campaign with 34 runs scored and 
33 RBI.  Nichting led all of Conference USA in 
doubles (23), sat sixth in hits (82) and placed 
fifth in hitting overall (.358).

Head Coach Loren Hibbs begins his 25th 
season at the helm of the 49ers. 

FIU
Mervyl Melendez begins his first season as 

FIU coach after successful stints at Alabama 
State and Bethune-Cookman.  Melendez won 13 
conference championships in his 17 combined 
seasons at Alabama State and B-CU. Melendez 

becomes just the fourth head coach in the 43-
year history of FIU baseball.

Senior RHP Chris Mourelle enters 2017 
tied for fifth in FIU career wins (22 with Edwin 
Franco).  The program record holder is Raul 
Garcia with 37 wins (1996-99).  Mourelle won 
six games last year while posting a 59-to-25 
strikeouts-to-walks ratio.

Senior SS Irving Lopez led the team in hits 
(66) and batting average (.335), adding 12 
doubles and scoring 32 times.  

Senior OF Nick Day closed the season on 
a six-game hitting streak, had a team-high 10 
home runs, drove in 31 runs and scored a team-
best 37 times.  He had a team-best 22 multiple-
hit outings and batted .318 for the season 
(second on the squad).  

FIU will play only 14 games outside of 
Florida in its 56-game schedule, 12 of them in 
conference play.  Also on the 2017 schedule 
are 33 home games, including a 12-game home 
stand to start the season.

TEAM-BY-TEAM NOTEBOOK
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FLORIDA ATLANTIC
The Owls won their first Conference USA 

regular season championship last season, finish-
ing with a 21-8 league record.  Florida Atlantic 
made its 12th NCAA Regional appearance, as 
the Owls were selected as the No. 2 seed in the 
Coral Gables Regional.  

Five starting position players will return, 
including all four infielders: 1B Esteban Puerta 
(.307, 14 doubles, 10 home runs, 52 RBI), 2B 
Stephen Kerr (team-high 17-of-18 in stolen base 
attempts), SS Tyler Frank (moving from catcher 
after an All-Freshman campaign last year) 
and 3B Austin Langham (second on the team 
with a .320 batting average and a .421 on-base 
percentage).

Returnees Sean Labsan, Nick Swan and 
Marc Stewart look to form the nucleus of the 
starting rotation while Second Team All-C-USA 
member Cameron Ragsdale will head up the 
bullpen.  Ragsdale converted 15 of 16 save op-
portunities on the year, leading the league in 
that category.  He posted a perfect 0.00 ERA in 
11 C-USA games and has a 1.61 ERA in 24 total 
appearances.  

Senior LHP/DH Sean Labsan was a pre-
season All-Conference USA selection as a utility 
player.  Last season, he was 5-1 with a 1.96 ERA 
in 11 appearances, including 10 starts.  That ERA 
mark is fifth on FAU’s all-time single-season re-
cord list.  He also had nearly as many strikeouts 
(39) as hits allowed (40), in 46 innings pitched.  
As a hitter, Labsan had a .268 batting average 
with five home runs and 23 RBI, appearing in 
the starting lineup at DH 42 times.   His .436 
slugging percentage ranked fourth on the team, 
and he was third in home runs as well.

The Owls will welcome in 18 newcomers, 
with many vying for key starting roles in the 
field and on the pitching staff.

LOUISIANA TECH
For the first time in 29 years, Louisiana Tech 

competed in the NCAA Baseball Regionals as 
the Bulldogs were selected as a No. 3-seed at 
the Starkville Regional last spring and reached 
the regional final.  LA Tech had a 42-20 overall 
record (most wins in C-USA), which included 10 
wins over Top 25-ranked teams and 12 wins over 
Top 50-RPI opponents.  It also represented a 
27-win increase from 2014.  

Louisiana Tech ended last season with a 
23-5 record on its home turf in Ruston, which 
gave the Bulldogs the best home winning per-
centage since 1992.  

Senior RHP Casey Sutton became for the 
first Bulldog to register a season ERA of under 
two (1.91) in 40 or more innings pitched since 
Mark Harris in 1990.  No player in Bulldog his-
tory has accomplished the feat in consecutive 
seasons.  He posted an 8-1 record with three 
complete games.

Senior RHP Nate Harris pitched three or 
more innings in relief in 12 games during the 
2016 campaign.  In those 12 outings he totaled a 
0.83 ERA and a 10.5 strikeouts-per nine innings 
mark in 43 innings pitched.

Senior infielders Chase Lunceford and Cody 

Daigle became the first Bulldogs to belt double-
digit homeruns in the same season since 2010.  
Lunceford had a team-high 12 multiple-RBI 
games, was second with 17 multiple-hit games 
and batted .312 with team-bests of 11 homers 
and 51 RBI.  Daigle became just the third player 
in C-USA Championship history to hit four home 
runs in a single tournament en route to 11 total 
round-trippers.

Senior OF Sean Ullrich hit four triples in 
2016, becoming one of just two players to hit 
four triples in a season since 2000. Only 11 play-
ers in the programs history have hit four triples 
in a single season.

Senior RHP Cameron Linck made 11 starts 
last season. In his four starts at J.C. Love Field, 
he tossed 20.2 innings, posting a 1.75 ERA and 
19 strikeouts.

MARSHALL
Marshall enters the 2017 season coming off 

its best season in program history, producing a 
school-record 34 wins in 2016.  The Thundering 
Herd won a program-high 21 wins in Conference 
USA and finished second in the league.  Marshall 
won each of its last five conference series’, 
going 13-2 over those games.  Head coach Jeff 
Waggoner was named the Keith LeClair Coach 
of the Year in Conference USA following the 
successful campaign.

Marshall returns five positional starters and 
one starting pitcher from a year ago. The Herd 
has 16 newcomers on its roster. 

Marshall will have power in its lineup as it 
returns its top three home run hitters from last 
season in seniors Tommy Lane, Sam Finfer 
and junior Tyler Ratliff.  Lane, the reigning 
Conference USA Newcomer of the Year, lead the 
Thundering Herd with 13 homers and 48 RBIs. 
Following Lane was Ratliff with 12 homers and 
47 RBI, while Finfer had seven dingers and 27 
RBIs.  The Herd hit 60 home runs last season, 
the second-most in C-USA.  Over the previous 
four seasons, the Herd had hit a combined 56.

Tyler Ratliff is coming off a strong sopho-
more campaign in which he had 66 hits with 
a .327 batting average and 47 RBI.  He had 15 
doubles and 12 home runs, including two grand 
slams against West Virginia and WKU.  The in-
fielder recorded 19 multi-hit games and 11 multi-
RBI games.  Ratliff received Louisville Slugger 
National Player of the Week honors in May after 
batting 9-for-18 with three home runs and 11 RBI 
against WVU and Middle Tennessee.

The Thundering Herd welcomes back 
sophomore LHP Joshua Shapiro to the mound.  
The C-USA All-Freshman selection went 4-5 in 
his first campaign with a 5.68 ERA through 65 
innings pitched, recording 55 strikeouts.  He was 
named Conference USA Pitcher of the Week 
on April 18, 2016 after tossing seven shutout 
innings against No. 16 Florida Atlantic. 

MIDDLE TENNESSEE
Middle Tennessee is returning its top nine 

batters in the lineup from last season.  The 
returnees combined for 417 out of 495 of last 
year’s game starts.

Sophomore OF Blake Benefield is returning 
this season after a stellar year in which he was 
named Freshman All-American.  Benefield led 
MT and was sixth in C-USA for home runs with 
eight.  The NCBWA National Hitter of the Week 
on May 16, he added 15 doubles and batted .286 
for the season. 

Senior SS Riley Delgado started all 54 
games last season and ranked among the 
C-USA leaders in batting (.388, 2nd), on-base 
percentage (.492, 1st), hits (80, 4th) and walks 
(34, 7th).  He earned Second Team All-Confer-
ence USA honors and was a semifinalist for the 
Brooks Wallace Award.

Middle Tennessee hired a familiar face in the 
conference, signing the 2016 C-USA Assistant 
Coach of the Year, Tim Donnelly as one of 
its Assistant Coaches.  Donnelly, who was at 
Marshall last season will serve as the Hitting 
Coach and Recruiting Coordinator.  Last year’s 
Thundering Herd squad was second in C-USA in 
home runs and third in slugging percentage and 
total bases.

The Blue Raiders will be tested on the road 
this season, traveling for 29 of its 56 games, 
including 13 of its first 20 games of the year 
away from Murfreesboro.  Tough three-game 
road tests include Florida Atlantic, Rice, Indiana 
and Georgia Southern.

OLD DOMINION
Junior SS Zach Rutherford, who led the 

team in average (.311) in 2016, was ranked the 
No. 31 MLB prospect in collegiate baseball 
by Baseball America.  He had a team-high 18 
multiple hit games on the season and had a 
team-high 70 hits.  Rutherford was named to 
the Cape Cod All-League Team and was also 
named the Cape Cod All-Star Game MVP last 
summer.

Senior RHP Sam Sinnen returns as the ace of 
the ODU pitching staff.  Last year, Sinnen went 
6-1 with a 3.81 ERA, was a Second Team All-C-
USA selection and earned a spot on the C-USA 
All-Tournament team.  

With 81 stolen bases, the Monarchs stole 
nearly twice as many bases as their opponents 
(43) during the 2016 season.  Senior OF Nick 
Walker led the way with 19 stolen bases, tied for 
fifth in C-USA.  

Old Dominion opens the season with 21 of 
its first 22 games at home at the Bud Metheny 
Complex.  ODU hosts Kentucky, Delaware and 
St. Joseph’s in the 2017 ODU Baseball Tourna-
ment, Feb. 24-26

ODU hosts Virginia Tech on May 16 in the 
annual Harbor Park game.  Last year’s game vs. 
No. 20 Virginia featured more than 4,000 fans 
in attendance.
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RICE
The Owls competed in the NCAA Champi-

onship for the 22nd straight year in 2016, the 
fourth-longest active streak in Division I.  Rice 
was the No. 2 seed in the Baton Rouge Regional 
and advanced to the regional final with a win 
over No. 5 LSU before falling to the Tigers in the 
final game.  

Shortstop Ford Proctor was named C-USA 
Freshman of the Year, was named to the C-USA 
All-Tournament team and was a consensus 
Freshman All-American.  He produced multiple 
double-digit hitting streaks this season and is 
second on Rice with a .336 batting average.  He 
hit 15 doubles, three triples and has a squad-
best 41 RBI.  The sophomore was voted by the 
league’s coaches as the 2017 C-USA Preseason 
Player of the Year.

Junior RHP Glenn Otto made a league-high 33 
appearances last season, tied for the conference 
lead with nine wins, had eight saves and held op-
ponents to a .209 batting average.  The preseason 
All-American maintained a 2.26 ERA in 71.2 in-
nings and averaged 9.5 strikeouts per 9.0 innings 
with a 2.5-to-1 strikeouts-to-walks ratio.

Junior Ryan Chandler begins the 2017 sea-
son having started every game of his collegiate 
career in center field, a streak of 121-straight 
dating back to 2015 Opening Day.  Last season 
he led the team, and ranked among the Confer-
ence USA leaders with 275 plate appearances 
(sixth in C-USA), 230 at bats (tied 7th in C-
USA), and five sacrifice flies (tied second C-
USA).  Chandler topped the Owls in runs scored 
(38) and steal attempts (13), while sharing the 
team lead in doubles (15), steals (seven) and hit 
by pitch (five).

Last November, Rice became the first col-
lege team to visit the baseball-crazed nation of 
Cuba after the United States officially lifted its 
embargo on the island nation.  Not only did Rice 
defeat older and professional Cuban League 
team Artemisa 4-0, the team was in Havana on 
the historic day that Fidel Castro died.

SOUTHERN MISS
The Golden Eagles reached 40 wins overall 

for the first time since 2009 (40-26) last season 
by ending the year 41-20 and the ninth time 
overall when they beat Rice 3-2 in the C-USA 
title game.  The Golden Eagles hit the 20-win 
mark for the first time in league play since 
2005, the fourth time the program has won 20 
or more C-USA contests.

Southern Miss opened the year by hitting a 
home run in each of the first seven games and 
finished with 67 to its credit, the most since hit-
ting 76 during the 2010 campaign.  The Golden 
Eagles belted nine dingers in their opening se-
ries, marking the most in a three-game set since 
collecting that number at UCF, March 27-28, 
2009.  Southern Miss homered in 41 of 61 games 
and were 29-12 when it homers in a contest. 
Twelve of the 14 Golden Eagles that tallied an at 
bat homered at least once.

Sophomore RHP Nick Sandlin earned Fresh-
man All-American honors after recording a 2.38 
ERA with 12 saves, while striking out 44 batters 

in 41 innings pitched.  The 12 saves marked 
register the school’s most for a freshman, sur-
passing Bradley Roney who notched 11 in 2012.  
Sandlin also tied for fifth on the Golden Eagle 
season saves chart. 

Junior 3B Taylor Braley should be back 
at 100 percent this spring after undergoing a 
surgical procedure April 5, 2016, for a left knee 
injury that forced him to miss the remainder of 
last season. Last season, he held a .323 batting 
mark with 10 home runs and 31 RBI, becom-
ing the first Southern Miss player since 2013 to 
reach the double-digit mark in homers.  Braley 
also enjoyed a fast start to the season, earn-
ing the inaugural National Collegiate Baseball 
Writers Association Player of the Month for 
February. 

Senior Dylan Burdeaux, a 2016 All-C-USA 
selection as an outfielder, is moving to first 
base.  He led the league with 59 runs scored, 
while ranking third in hits (86), tenth in slugging 
percentage (.529) and 12th in RBI (52).  Bur-
deaux topped the Golden Eagles with 11 home 
runs, while hitting .335 with 13 doubles.

UAB
C-USA All-Freshmen OF selection Brewer 

Hicklen started all 55 games in his first season 
of action, tying for the Conference USA lead 
with four triples, tying for second in stolen 
bases (22) and placing fourth in walks (38).  He 
also plays wide receiver for the UAB football 
team which will make its return to the field next 
fall.

Sophomore 2B Carter Pharis led the UAB of-
fense in batting average (.297), in doubles with 
13 and drove in a team-best 36 runs last season.  
The middle infielder earned All-League honors 
in the Valley League over the summer.

Senior RHP Thomas Lowery posted eight 
saves while striking out 49 batters in 51.0 in-
nings pitched over 22 appearances.

The UAB pitching staff returns over 90 
percent of its innings pitched from last season.  
Former All-Conference USA honoree Ryan 
Ruggles returns after his first full season as a 
starter where he posted a 6-4 record with a 4.18 
ERA and 44 strikeouts over 71 innings. Senior 
RHP Thomas Lowery leads the bullpen after 
posting eight saves last year with a 2.82 ERA 
across 51 innings.

Brian Shoop embarks on his 11th season with 
UAB and 28th year as a head coach. He enters 
the season just 18 wins shy of reaching 1,000 
career victories and 17 wins away from 300 in 
the Green & Gold.

UTSA
Senior OF Jesse Baker, who missed the 

entire 2016 season, was named to the preseason 
All-Conference USA team.  He was a force in 2015 
as he led the Roadrunners squad in several of-
fensive categories that season.  Baker batted a C-
USA ninth-best .330 clip with a team-best 71 hits, 
21 doubles (second in C-USA), 15 home runs and 
league bests of 137 total bases and a .637 slug-
ging percentage.  Baker also topped the team 
with 22 multi-hit games.  Baker earned Louisville 

Slugger second team All-America honors that 
season and was named a first team selection in 
the circuit’s end of year awards. In 2015, the out-
fielder matched the conference record for home 
runs in league-only games with 14. 

Though he appeared in just 35 games, junior 
OF J.T. Gilmore led the UTSA in batting on the 
season at .326.  He also drove in 19 runs in 86 
at-bats.

Sophomore IF Bryan Arias had 15 multiple-
hit games this season, led the team in hits (61) 
and was second on the club in batting (.321), 
while tying for first in Conference USA with four 
triples.  He earned a spot on the C-USA All-
Freshman team.  

After a 2016 season full of injuries, the Road-
runners will return four of those players in 2017 
– Kevin Markham (Sr., OF/C), Jesse Baker (Sr., 
IF/OF), Nolan Trabanino (Sr., LHP) and Geonte 
Jackson (Sr., INF). Markham, Baker and Jackson 
were among the Roadrunners top five hitters 
when they were all healthy in 2015.

UTSA will face-off with six teams this season 
that earned a bid to a NCAA Regional, including 
Texas Tech who made an appearance at the 
College World Series.  The Roadrunners face 
both the Big 12 (Texas Tech) and Pac-12 (Utah) 
Champions.

WKU
Junior DH Kaleb Duckworth finished second 

on the squad with a .329 average last year, 
doubling 14 times and driving in a team-high 
36 runs.  He also ranked among the conference 
leaders in hit by pitches with 12.  Duckworth 
earned First Team All-Conference honors.

Junior IF Steven Kraft enjoyed a breakout 
season for WKU in 2016 as he finished with a 
.319 batting average, .409 on-base percent-
age and .476 slugging percentage on 67 hits, 
nine doubles, three triples and a team-high 
six home runs. He also led the team in runs 
(44) and walks (29), spending most of the 
campaign as WKU’s leadoff hitter in the lineup. 
Kraft reached base in 24-straight games at one 
point and finished the season reaching base in 
49 of 52 games. 

Junior 1B Harrison Scanlon finished the 2016 
season strong, notching a hit in 14 of his last 16 
games and recording 12 RBI and 10 runs during 
that final stretch.  

Junior LHP Ryan Thurston returns to lead 
the starting rotation.  He showed great improve-
ment during his sophomore season, posting 
a 4.20 ERA with 79 strikeouts in 79.1 innings 
across 14 starts.  

WKU’s 2017 schedule features the first four 
non-conference series’ of the season to be 
played at the newly-renovated Nick Denes Field.  
Overall, 33 of the team’s 56 games are sched-
uled to be played in Bowling Green, including 
the March 21st contest vs. Kentucky at Bowling 
Green Ballpark.

Rich Fetchiet was named C-USA Coordinator of Baseball Umpires in 1999.  He has more than 35 years of collegiate, 

national and international umpiring and umpire-related administrative experience.
Fetchiet is currently the Coordinator of Baseball Umpires for the American, Big 12, Big Ten, Mid-

American and Missouri Valley Conferences, as well as Conference-USA and the Horizon and Summit 
Leagues.  He is a member of the NCAA National Umpire Program Advisory Committee in addition 
to the NCAA Baseball Rules Editorial Committee.  Rich has served as the Baseball Secretary-Rules 
Editor for the NCAA and Chair of the ABCA Rules Committee.  He is active in numerous officiating 
organizations and is a teacher and instructor at umpire camps and clinics across the country.

Fetchiet retired from active umpiring after the 2000 season.  Prior to that he umpired numerous 
Division I conference tournaments and made three College World Series appearances, including 
serving as the plate umpire for the 1999 national championship game.  Included among Rich’s 
international tournaments are the Pan Am Games, World Cup Qualifyer, Intercontinental Cup, World 
Championships, the Baltimore Orioles vs. Cuban National Team Friendship Game, and the Olympic Games.  In 1997 the 
International Baseball Association named him Umpire of the Year.  In 2012 Fetchiet became only the second umpire ever 
inducted into the College Baseball Hall of Fame.

Fetchiet is a higher education administrator at the University of Michigan School of Dentistry.  Rich and his wife, Kay, and 
two children currently reside in Ann Arbor, Michigan.

Noting C-USA Umpires: 
Fetchiet has assembled a strong umpire staff for Conference USA.  At least one C-USA umpire has been assigned to the College 
World Series each year since 1999.  Last year, the conference was represented in Omaha by Jeff Doy and Jim Schaly.

Cup, and 36 individual national champions in track and field and 
cross country.

GOVERNANCE
Conference USA has significant representation in the NCAA governance 
structure. The presidents of the member institutions serve as the league’s 
Board of Directors.  

A PROUD HISTORY
Conference USA was formed in 1995 and quickly emerged as one of the 
nation’s top conferences. The conference unveiled its name, logo and 
commissioner April 24, 1995, in Chicago. The league’s charter members 
were Charlotte, Cincinnati, DePaul, Houston, Louisville, Marquette, Memphis, 
Saint Louis, Southern Miss, Tulane, UAB and USF. Eleven of the institutions 
began athletic participation in 1995, while Houston joined competition in the 
fall of 1996.  

The league’s headquarters were established in Chicago and, after nine years, 
relocated to the current office in Irving, Texas. Britton Banowsky was named 
Commissioner in October 2002, succeeding Mike Slive, the league’s first 
Commissioner.  In October 2015, Judy MacLeod became the league’s third 
Commissioner.

C-USA added East Carolina (September, 1996) and the United States Military 
Academy (March, 1997) as football members. ECU began league competition 
in 1997; Army in 1998 and UAB began football play in 1999. The league 
brought in TCU and ECU (1999) for all sports and they began competition in 
2001. USF started C-USA football in 2003. Marshall, Rice, SMU, Tulsa, UCF 
and UTEP became full-time Conference USA members for all sports in 2005.

In 2013, charter member Charlotte returned to C-USA and was joined by 
new members FIU, Florida Atlantic, Louisiana Tech, Middle Tennessee, North 
Texas, Old Dominion and UTSA. WKU joined the league on July 1, 2014.

MORE COMPETITIVE HIGHLIGHTS
Men’s Basketball – Four C-USA teams earned postseason bids 
in 2016. Middle Tennessee played in the NCAA Tournament, 
defeating top 10 opponent Michigan State to advance to the 
second round; Old Dominion won the inaugural Vegas 16 
Tournament.  

Women’s Basketball – Middle Tennessee claimed its second 
title in three years, earning the league’s automatic berth to 
the NCAA Tournament. Four squads were invited to the WNIT, 
where UTEP and WKU each made quarterfinal runs. The league 
also produced a pair of Academic All-Americans in UTEP’s 
Cameasha Turner and WKU’s Kendall Noble. 

Women’s Cross Country – Rice claimed its first C-USA 
Championship since 2007, led by two-time individual league 
champion Cali Roper. 

Men’s Cross Country –The UTEP men’s team claimed their first 
C-USA title since 2009 and upset No. 3 BYU to take a second-
place finish at the NCAA Mountain Regional event. At the NCAA 
Championships, UTEP finished 11th overall and were led by 
All-Americans Jonah Koech and Anthony Rotich.

Football – WKU finished ranked in the top 25 and Marshall 
received votes in the final polls.  Those two schools along with 
Louisiana Tech, Middle Tennessee and Southern Miss earned 
bowl berths.

Men’s Golf – Three C-USA teams and two individuals earned 
bids to the 2016 NCAA Regionals, with UAB advancing to the 
NCAA Championship. 

Women’s Golf – Middle Tennessee repeated as C-USA 
champions and earned a bid to the 2016 NCAA Regionals, 
along with FIU’s Meghan MacLaren competing as an individual. 

Men’s Soccer – Regular season champion Charlotte, tournament 
champion New Mexico, Kentucky and associate member South 
Carolina earned berths to the NCAA Championship, giving the 
league 56 all-time postseason appearances.  Three players 
earned Academic All-America honors.

Women’s Soccer – North Texas won its second straight regular 
season title, Charlotte captured the C-USA Tournament title 
and represented the league in the NCAA Championship. 

Softball – Led by All-American pitcher Kylee Hanson, Florida 
Atlantic won the regular season and postseason titles and 
advanced to the regional final in the NCAA Championship.  The 
Owls finished in the top 25 of the final polls.

Swimming & Diving – FIU became just the third school to repeat 
as Conference USA Swimming & Diving Champions.  Eight C-USA 
individuals competed in the NCAA Championship.

Men’s Tennis – Rice won the C-USA Championship and 
returned to the NCAA Championship for the first time since 
2011. The Owls ranked as high as No. 26 during the campaign 
and Rice duo Tommy Bennett and David Warren played in the 
NCAA Men’s Doubles Championship field. 

Women’s Tennis – C-USA Champion Rice made its fifth 
consecutive appearance in the NCAA Championship. Rice 
junior Katherine Ip earned All-America status after making a 
deep run in the NCAA Women’s Singles Championship to the 
round of 16.

Indoor Track & Field – UTEP won the women’s title at the C-USA 
Championships in Birmingham, while WKU repeated for the men’s 
trophy. At the NCAA Championships, C-USA sent nine competitors 
and produced three First-Team All-Americans. 

Outdoor Track & Field – Rice claimed the women’s title at 
the C-USA Championships, while WKU claimed the men’s 
championship. At the NCAA Championships, 12 C-USA 
participants were named to the All-America First Team and 
three medaled.

Volleyball – For the second-consecutive season, WKU swept 
the Conference USA volleyball regular season and tournament 
titles.  The Toppers advanced to the program’s second-ever 
appearance in the second round of the NCAA Tournament, 
knocking off PAC-12 power Arizona and finishing No. 22 in the 
final AVCA poll.

ACADEMICS
Conference USA is dedicated to excellence in athletics, academics 
and community service. C-USA places an emphasis on academic 
achievement for its student-athletes, encouraging an environment for 
academic success. In addition to student-athletes representing the 
league on the Capital One Academic All-America teams, C-USA has 
several academic award programs that are featured below. A total 
of 2,684 student-athletes earned recognition to the Commissioner’s 
Honor Roll during the 2015-16 academic year, with 605 earning 
the Academic Medal. Eight student-athletes earned Academic All-
America honors, while 40 were recognized at the district level.

Awarded to student-athletes in Conference sponsored sports 
that have achieved a 3.0 cumulative GPA or above.

Commissioner’s Academic Medal
Awarded to student-athletes in Conference sponsored sports 
that have achieved a 3.75 cumulative GPA or above.

Scholar Athlete of the Year Award
Awarded to the top student-athlete, as determined by 
the Faculty Athletics Representatives, in each Conference 
sponsored sport.  The award is based on academic achievement 
(GPA - 3.0 or better), athletic achievement and service.

Dr. Jim Castañeda Post-Graduate Scholarships
Fourteen awards of $4,000 each will be granted each year to 
graduates. The Faculty Athletic Representatives determine the 
recipients at the Conference’s Spring meetings. Recipients of 
the C-USA post-graduate scholarships must enroll in a graduate 
program within three years of receipt of the award. The award 
is named after former Faculty Athletics Representative Dr. Jim 
Castañeda, who served Rice for 46 years as an educator, coach 
and administrator before he passed away in November 2008.

MGM Park is located right in the middle of Biloxi’s entertainment, casino and 

lodging district, just two blocks from the Gulf of Mexico.
It is the home of the AA affiliate of the Milwaukee Brewers, the Biloxi Shuckers of 

the Southern League.  The ballpark opened on June 6, 2015 as the Shuckers defeated 
the Mobile Bay Bears.  The ballpark has 5,000 fixed seats with room for an additional

level that wraps around the field and includes concessions, a lounge and a team store.  
The majority of the seating is located below the concourse level with 12 suites situated 
above the concourse.

Rendon was named the 2010 National Player of the 
Year by four different college baseball organizations, 
including the prestigious Dick Howser Trophy as the 
top player in college baseball.  

He became just the second player in C-USA 
history to be named the league’s player of the year 
in back-to-back seasons.  Rendon picked up that honor again in 2010 after leading the Owls 
to the regular season league championship and the school’s 16th-consecutive NCAA Regional 
appearance.  

Rendon batted .394 while leading Conference USA in home runs (26). He was among the 
nation’s leaders in runs scored (83) and walks (65), and drove-in 85 runs in Rice’s 63 games. 
Rendon maintained an .801 slugging percentage, a .530 on-base percentage, and finished with 
more home runs (26) than strikeouts (22). Defensively, he had a .973 fielding percentage at third 
base and started a total of 16 double-plays for the Owls.

2006 - Brad Lincoln, Houston
Dick Howser Trophy Winner
ABCA/Rawlings National Player of the Year
Brooks Wallace Award

Lincoln emerged as one of the nation’s finest all-
around players in 2006. He compiled a sparkling 12-2 
record with a 1.69 ERA and 152 strikeouts in 127.2 
innings of work. Those numbers were even better in 
C-USA games only where he assembled a 7-0 record 
with a 1.28 ERA. 

Lincoln’s strikeout total ranked as the third-best mark in UH single-season history and moved 
him into third in UH career history with 293 punchouts. 

A consensus All-American, he was named a C-USA Pitcher of the Week four times during the 
regular season and was honored as the Pro-Line Cap National Pitcher of the Week after tossing 
a five-hit shutout with nine strikeouts in the series opener at No. 1 Rice on May 12. 

However, Lincoln was one of the Cougars’ leading hitters all season. In 2006, he compiled a 
.295 batting average with 14 home runs and a team-leading 53 RBI. He blasted a three-run walk-
off homer in the bottom of the 10th inning to lead the Cougars to an 11-10 win over Texas-San 
Antonio in the season opener on Feb. 7. 

With his pitching and offensive numbers, Lincoln ranked among the Top 10 C-USA individual 
leaders in five of the six Triple Crown categories for the majority of the 2006 season. 

2006 - Jake Smith, East Carolina
Johnny Bench Award Winner

East Carolina catcher Jake Smith was named 
the 2006 Coleman Company-Johnny Bench 
Award recipient, which is given to the nation’s top 
collegiate catcher by the Greater Wichita Area Sports 
Commission. 

Smith, who earned National Collegiate Baseball 
Writers Association (NCBWA) and Louisville Slugger 
Second-Team All-America honors, led the Pirates 
in seven offensive categories in 2006, including average, hits, doubles, RBI, total bases and 
slugging percentage, while ranking second in home runs with 13. 

The Greensboro, N.C., native became the eighth Pirate to earn First-Team All-Conference 
USA honors with his selection in May. Earlier in the season Smith took home C-USA Hitter-of-
the-Week honors on Feb. 27 after collecting a then-best five RBI against Duke in a 19-5 win. 
Smith finished his collegiate career with 29 home runs and 135 RBIs, which ranks in the top 12 
on ECU’s all-time charts.
