Ray Bechard will enter his 18th year as the head coach of
the Kansas volleyball team in 2015, continuing the steady
transition of guiding his program from successful to
significant. In 2015, Bechard and the Jayhawks are looking
to add ‘unprecedented’ to the list as they embark on the
goal of earning four-straight NCAA Tournament bids for the
first time in program history.

The winningest coach in Kansas volleyball history and two-
time Big 12 Coach of the Year (2012, 2013), Bechard will
begin the 2015 season just five wins away from his 300th
victory at Kansas. This coming just one year after he
collected his 1,000th career win in 2014. Both milestones
put him elite company, with the upcoming one putting him
at second among active Big 12 Conference coaches.

Since his arrival on the coaching scene 31 years ago,
Bechard spent 13 seasons on the sidelines of Barton
County Community College in Great Bend, Kan., before
taking over the reins at Kansas. At both stops, Bechard has
compiled a remarkable all-time coaching record of 1,011-
285 (.780 winning percentage).

In 17 seasons at Kansas, Bechard has led the Jayhawks to
a295-226 mark (.567) and 13 seasons at .500 or better. In
all, the veteran has coached 30 All-Big 12 selections, seven
All-Americans, eight AVCA Team Academic awards and 105
Academic All-Big 12 honorees.

Additionally, Bechard has built a solid fan base for Kansas
volleyball as the Jayhawks have consistently finished
among the nation’s top-30 attendance leaders the last
three years. In 2012, more than 1,300 fans attended each
home match on average, to rank 29th in the NCAA in
attendance. When KU hosted the NCAA First and Second
Rounds in 2012 in Allen Fieldhouse, the Lawrence, Kan.,
host site drew more fans in the two-day event than any
other national host (8,029). Last fall, KU broke its home
sell-out record (7) and ranked 31st in the NCAA in
attendance.
